2. Securely fix the bracket to its mounting position, either a solid structure or the

Wimbleball Court Sports Light Post Mount.
3. Carefully loosen the bolts from the side of the Wimbleball Court Light, take care to not

unscrew them from the casing completely.
4. Slide the loosened screws into the mounting holes of the bracket and lock into position

by tightening with a suitable tool.

5. Check that the Wimbleball Court Light is level. If adjusting the angle of the light fitting

make careful adjustments to the mounting bracket before affixing the luminaire.

6. Ifinstalling the 320W multi-watt version, the IP rated power selector is located

external to the driver box.
